Fables inspire Brisbane artist’s first solo exhibition in her new home town

Mixed media artist Camille Serisier (RED HILL) grew up with the teachings of Roman Catholic fables and today these very same fables inspire her new solo exhibition, High Flyer, opening September 16. 

High Flyer was selected as part of Metro Arts’ Galleries Program 2009 and will run from September 16 to October 3.

Serisier says she appreciates the opportunity to introduce her art to Brisbane audiences, having recently relocated from Sydney where she worked as director at Firstdraft Gallery. 

As with much of her work, High Flyer investigates Serisier’s distanced relationship of human beings to the natural world. 

“High Flyer is a chance for me to delve into the narratives of my childhood to discover how the personification of the natural world shapes our view of the environment,” Serisier says. 

“For this exhibition, I wanted to create an illusory domain out of card cut-outs and drawings – materials I commonly used in my childhood as educational and story-telling tools.”

However, the simple child-like materials belie the concepts behind the exhibition. 

Serisier’s exhibition creates a confronting juxtaposition of seemingly playful and simplistic imagery that will challenge the viewer to consider their place in Earth’s complex ecosystem. 

It questions, “Are you the master or another animal dependent on and part of the ecosystem?”

Serisier says she wants the viewer to “consider how their cultural myths might shape their relationships with the natural world”.

Serisier has previously held numerous solo and group exhibitions across Victoria and New South Wales and worked as scenic painter for the Australian Ballet and Opera Australia for many years. 

She completed her Bachelor of Fine Arts with First Class Honours at the Australian National University in 2004.

High Flyer (short blurb)
High Flyer investigates the way the natural world is personified in the Roman Catholic fables taught to the artist as a child. How do these narratives situate us in relation to our natural environment? Do they reinforce a cultural disregard for nature by implying that the forces of life are somehow within human control?

Camille Serisier is a mixed media artist who investigates the distanced relationship of human beings to the natural world. She uses narrative methods and materials to explore differing representations of nature in Australian culture, such as in theatre, early childhood education and mythology. 

Serisier received a Bachelor of Fine Art with First class Honours from the Australian National University in 2004. Since leaving Art School she has exhibited in Melbourne, Canberra, Sydney and Newcastle. Serisier worked as scenic painter for the Australian Ballet and Opera Australia for many years. Her work is held in numerous private collections around Australia. In addition, Serisier served as a Director of Firstdraft Gallery in Sydney during 2007 and 2008. She currently lives and works in Brisbane.
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
