FULL CIRCLE
Solo Exhibition by Dacchi Dang

Metro Arts Artist in Residence 2009
WED 4 – SAT 21 NOVEMBER 
Visual artist and Vietnamese refugee, Dacchi Dang (HIGHGATE HILL), will share his cultural memory through the suburban landscape of the private and public space of the Vietnamese community in Inala, Brisbane in his exhibition, Full Circle, opening November 4 at Metro Arts Galleries.  
The works for Full Circle, an exhibition of black and white photographs, was created using early pinhole camera techniques during a 17km walk Dacchi took from his studio in the city to the suburb of Inala. Exploring the way in which the large Vietnamese community inhabits both the public and private spaces of the suburb.

Since arriving in Australia in 1982 as one of the original ‘boat people’ refugees from Vietnam, Dacchi has based his work on his personal experience as a Vietnamese refugee.
His current exhibition, Full Circle, will focus more on other Vietnamese Australian’s voices and the notion of ‘home’.

“Home is a very personal space where you feel safe and comforted” says Dacchi. However as the outside of the houses “give little or no indication of what cultural background the occupants come from…how have these spaces become important to the Vietnamese community?”.
Dacchi has constructed his own pinhole to revert the photographic process back to its origins and to also create a series of images that “distort reality in a similar way to how we see things in our dreams”.
For the past 10 months Dacchi has been working towards this exhibition out of his studio on level 3 of the Metro Arts building as the Metro Arts Artist in Residence 2009. 
“My experience during this year’s Metro Arts residency has been invaluable for the development of my art practice. I have received ongoing support and assistance from Metro Arts staff which has enable me to work towards this exhibition by experimenting with new ideas and mediums” says Dacchi.

ARTIST BIOGRAPHY
Dacchi Dang was born in Saigon in 1966 in a Chinese/ Vietnamese family. In 1982 he left Vietnam as one of the ‘boat people’ staying at a Malaysian refugee camp for nine months before settling in Melbourne in November 1982. Two years later he became an Australian citizen. Dang’s art training began in 1987 when he received a Bachelor of Fine Arts followed by a Master of Arts at College of Fine Arts University of New South Wales. Currently he is a confirmed PhD candidate at Queensland College of Arts researching the notion of home through the lens of a Chinese/ Vietnamese Artist. He has exhibited both nationally and internationally and is a recipient of various residencies at Bundanon, Hill End and Cité Internationale de Arts.
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
