Back from the bush (via Tokyo) to exhibit in the big smoke
Visual artist, Judith Kentish (KOBBLE CREEK), has 
discovered the secret to creating her delicate 
handmade objects - peace and quiet. However, she also knows that the big smoke is the place to be to exhibit her new solo exhibition, Comforter, opening 7 April at Metro Arts Galleries. 
Kentish has lived the full-gas lifestyle of attending seemingly endless exhibition openings, discussing the merits of a painting/sculpture/installation over countless bottles of red wine. 
Country life agrees immensely with Kentish. It must be in her blood from her years growing up in the western Queensland town of Mundubbera.
The irony is not lost on Kentish that she created the work for Comforter during a three-month residency in Tokyo of all places.

Kentish however found the solitude she so craves by finishing her works for this upcoming exhibition on a secluded farm in Tasmania.

The exhibition of ‘hair-stuffed’ objects are “somewhat ‘rudimentary’…finely hand-stitched, then densely stuffed with human hair” says Kentish.
Kentish’s most recent solo exhibition was at the University of Queensland in 2007, so she is understandably “excited to be back in Brisbane to exhibit” her new works.

Kentish describes her crafting of each object as the essence of the work “…a touching, making, looking in the present that is repeated in the act of viewing.”

Judith Kentish has exhibited widely nationally and internationally in numerous commercial and public galleries including; Museum of Brisbane, Esa Jaske Gallery Sydney, Institute of Modern Art, Galerie Baudoin Lebon, Paris, and the University of Queensland Art Museum.
