Army truck tarpaulins and a fish tank are the major elements of a painting installation by Metro Arts’ 2006 Artist in Residence, Madeleine Kelly, who opens her solo exhibition Think Tank on Wednesday 4 October. 

The painting installation is a tangent from Madeleine’s traditional practice, which deals largely with oil on canvas as seen at her solo exhibition, Elephant Shelter, at Bellas Milani Gallery in Woolloongabba in July.   
Think Tank presents the inner psyche within the parameters of a determining world.  Enter the space and find an army truck’s tarp suspended in the middle of a darkened room. 
The interior space explores human contentment with light and reason. There is a sense that the image painted onto it is an account of human reason swaying back and forth on a see-saw. The outside of the army truck’s tarp features an image of a memory theatre.
Madeleine is currently represented by Bellas Milani Gallery and is lecturing at Queensland College of Art.
She received a Bachelor of Fine Art with First Class Honours and a Bachelor of Secondary Education at Griffith University.
