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Urban Geometries, solo exhibition by Kyle Jenkins
Opens 13 June 6-8pm Metro Arts Galleries 

GALLERY 1 

When the dynamism of a city becomes entrapped within the flatland of the monochromatic, Toowoomba-based visual artist, Kyle Jenkins, is most likely involved. 

Opening Wednesday 13 June at Metro Arts Galleries, Jenkins will exhibit his solo show, Urban Geometries, a new series of works of canvas painting, drawings on paper, photographs, book constructions and cardboard/wood table constructions. 

Driven by a renewed investigation into flatness, Jenkins’ abstract compositions unravel a cartographic illusion of space. Broken down into simple formal elements of line and shape, angles, squares, triangles and rectangles all become tiny elements that form a larger crystallized whole. 
His intrigue with concepts of space – how we experience it and construct it, its reduction and manipulation – stems from being born in the small country town of Dungog in New South Wales, and growing up in San Francisco. 
With the luxury of working out of his own warehouse studio in Toowoomba far from outside distractions, Jenkins’ 2007 solo exhibitions include recent shows at the University Gallery, University of Southern Queensland, and the Centre for Contemporary Photography (CCP) in Melbourne. 
When he isn’t creating new works for solo exhibitions, he can be found working as a lecturer in Painting at the University of Southern Queensland and playing in his rock/garage/blues band, Bloodspots. 

Bound: Painting and Signage, solo exhibition by Christian Flynn

GALLERY 2

In Christian Flynn’s upcoming solo exhibition, Bound: Paintings and Signage, Modernism and advertising signage are explored as one and the same; the exhibition opens Wednesday 13 June at Metro Arts Galleries. 

While Modernism and advertising are often seen as polarised cultural phenomena, Flynn attempts to express their linkages as expressions of the one inescapable social and economic network, each as vacuous as the other. 

Flynn says, “This scenario, where art and consumer culture are one and the same, significantly reduces the possibility for meaningful cultural production.”
“In spite of this seemingly hopeless position, it is my belief that acknowledging the enormity of the vacuity in our lives is fundamental in a contemporary struggle for meaning.
“It is through this acknowledgment, and then by continuing on in the face of overwhelming vacuity, that hope for cultural production, for art, exists.”
As he creates new works for his solo exhibition, Flynn is in the final stages of completing his Masters of Visual Arts (Honours) at Griffith University. 

His 2007 exhibitions include shows at the Ryan Renshaw Gallery and the College Gallery, and in 2006 as part of the Fresh Cuts group exhibition at the Institute of Modern Art.
