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THE NORMAN PARK SUBSTATION EXPRESSION OF INTEREST 
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The Norman Park Substation is a newly refurbished space for painters, writers, sculptors, performers, writers; artists from all walks, in need of space to develop work. Originally built as a substation for the Brisbane tramways network, the Norman Park facility has been redesigned to create an inviting, creative shared space. Five individual studio spaces, workshop spaces and a multi-use space are available for short to long-term lease. 

The Norman Park facility is an initiative of Metro Arts, Brisbane City Council and Arts Queensland (through its Gritty Places program). The Substation provides much needed space and opportunities for Brisbane artists and is a valuable part of the local community and its creative culture.

WHERE IS THE SUBSTATION?
Located at 97 Wynnum Road, Norman Park, the site is 5 km from Metro Arts’ building in the Brisbane CBD. The facility is close to bus services, a train station and the Norman Park ferry stop (which runs between Norman Park and New Farm Park).  

WHAT IS THE SPACE LIKE?
Metro Arts has fitted the substation with artist studios. It has a communal kitchen area and a large open ground floor area. The refurbishment has been mindful to preserve many of the original fixtures, such as a large gantry, to create an interesting interior.  
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Studios
The five artist studios on the mezzanine level range in size from 10m2 to 14m2. These are appropriate for individual artists or for production offices.  Two of these studios are fully enclosed and three have open ceilings to utilise natural light.  

Ground floor
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The ground floor area is useful for artists to lease on a short-term basis for a variety of uses, typically to complete project or commissioned work. 
The shed
Adjoining the main building is the shed. This 86m2 open plan space has designated space for up to six artists. This area can be used as wet space and has possibility for 3-phase power. 
WHO ARE WE LOOKING FOR?
The Norman Park facility will service independent artists who are developing a professional creative practice.  These artists must be capable of working autonomously and productively in a communal environment, and commit to using the space.

Consideration will be made of the following criteria: 

· The arts practice is appropriate to the space

· Where appropriate and possible, the practice should complement and extend Metro Arts services 

· The artist(s) demonstrate a commitment to use the facility, typically no less than 20 hours per week
· The artist(s) have a willingness to invest in the establishment of the facility’s community
· Where appropriate, local residents will be given preference.

HOW WE WILL HANDLE YOUR EXPRESSION OF INTEREST
When we receive an expression of interest, we will send you a receipt letter. The process of tenanting the Substation is ongoing. Once spaces are filled, expressions of interest will be kept on file for 6 months and contacted when/if spaces become available.
