Touch Me
Exhibition by Sue-Ching Lascelles
23 April to 10 May 

Part of Metro Arts Artistic Program 2008

She may be all grown up now but Brisbane-based textile artist, Sue-Ching Lascelles’ new exhibition, Touch Me, shows she is still inspired by playful, childlike visions of the world around us.

Opening at Metro Arts Galleries on Wednesday 23 April as part of Metro Arts 2008 Artistic Program, Touch Me is – as it suggests - a very touchy-feely soft sculpture installation consisting of a mass of felt hands dangling from the ceiling. 

As you move through the tangle of soft cream arms and pink fingernails, you’ll either relish the tactile stimulation or shirk from the suffocation of it all. 

You’ll also most likely wonder from where Sue-Ching plucked the time and patience to intricately sew each of the 200 outstretched limbs before delicately suspending them from the ceiling. 

Sue-Ching’s obsession with everyday objects made from felt fabric is what drives her to keep creating new works, which all walk the curious line of transforming the banal into the fantastic. The results stir memory and perception and revisit childhood antics and notions of comfort. 

“Touch Me is a step beyond a simple longing for the comforts of childhood; instead it forces the viewer to physically engage with the work,” Sue-Ching said.

“Comfort is as appealing as it is suffocating, so I wanted this work to force the viewer to contemplate this dichotomy.” 

In 2006, Sue-Ching exhibited her new solo installation, Meaty, at Jugglers Art Space which transformed meat - a common symbol of death and consumption - into a desired and strangely beautiful tactile experience. She also exhibited aspects of this work at Artisan (then Craft Queensland) in the following year. 

Sue-Ching has also exhibited as part of Young Brisbane Artists 2007 at Metro Arts Galleries, at Kiln Substation in Paddington, in regional galleries in Victoria and has been resident at Jugglers Art Space in Brisbane since 2006. She holds a Bachelor of Visual Arts, USQ, and Certificates in Small Business and Graphic Design. 

Her participation in the Metro Arts Artistic Program is the perfect opportunity to attempt a monumental installation in a cramped space; the Metro Arts Galleries smaller space providing the perfectly confined surrounds to consider the boundary between subject and object.
