GOING IN ALL LANGUAGES
Solo Exhibition by Tim Woodward
Metro Arts Galleries Program 2010
WED 5 – SAT 22 MAY 
Brisbane artist takes the public parks and city streets into the gallery.
Brisbane-based visual artist, Tim Woodward likes to play in public spaces. Woodward’s playful site specific interventions will be transported from the parks and streets of the public domain into a gallery setting when he opens his solo exhibition, Going in all languages, on 5 May at Metro Arts Galleries as part of the Galleries Program 2010. 
Selected as part of Metro Arts’ Galleries Program 2010, 
Woodward will combine site specific installations and interventions with photographic documentation to bring the two contrasting mediums together as one in a gallery setting. 
Woodward’s playful work presents discarded materials in subtle interventions of public spaces, attempting to elevate the banality of the everyday urban environment in response to how others use the public domain.
Going in all languages will present both installation and photographic documentation of public interventions exploring the relationship between sculpture and photography.

“I want to bring the two contrasting mediums together as one”, says Woodward.

Works featured in the exhibition range from a large metal sign pole driven through the gallery wall to wall-mounted photographs of site specific interventions, effectively transporting the intervention to the gallery and giving it a life beyond the public realm.

Woodward is fast becoming a man about town in the Brisbane visual arts scene. Going in all languages is Woodward’s fourth solo exhibition in Brisbane.

Woodward is also one part of the curatorial team of artist-run initiative, Boxcopy, (Metro Arts ARI in Residence 2008) which presents exhibitions of innovative and experimental artistic practices in the Watson Brothers Building in Brisbane’s CBD.
Boxcopy have been selected to take part in Next Wave in Melbourne in May as part of the Next Wave ARI project to collaborate with artist-run initiatives from Australia and the Asia Pacific.
There are busy times ahead for Woodward with upcoming exhibitions at Seventh Gallery and Mailbox 141 in Melbourne and a three month Asialink residency in Indonesia.
