Brisbane-based curator and video/sound artist, Chris Comer’s latest project brings together a group of five female multimedia artists to celebrate harmony and cacophony in pol y, opening on Wednesday 4 October at Metro Arts Galleries.    
Artists Simon Hine, Alice Lang, eluned lloyd, Linda Murray, Rebecca Ross and Chris Comer (curated by Chris Comer) will present their works in installation, photography, video performance, soft sculpture and poetry, all exploring the idea of poly: the many, excessive, abnormal, more than usual. 

pol y considers a world inhabited by different voices that produce multiple stories and plays with time, space and voices, and the relations between them. 

The six artists will each use different media to communicate their relationship to pol y, including film, performance video, text, soft sculpture and poetry. The exhibition will open on 4 October and then evolve in time for a second opening on Wednesday 11 October.   

Comer’s strength as a curator is in bringing artists together in a closely collaborative and experimental fashion - she is currently curating the Old Museum Building project and the Queensland State Archives project. 

“I support an approach which transforms the ‘exhibition’ into a transparent, experimental and collaborative process and space between artists and spectators: to perform new ways of showing, co-producing and experiencing art,” Comer says.
